THIS is to certify, That the Honourable Thomas Norbury Kerby, Agent to the Captain, Officers and

Crew of His Majesty’s Brig Maria, did deliver into my care on the 5th day of December 1813, the fore-

going cargo of African Negroes, consisting in number fifty-two ;—and I do furthercertify,that twelve men

and six women, above fourteen years of age, and twenty-eight children, were at thetime of delivery m good

health, and the remaining three men and one child, were in a very thin and sickly condition, and that two

men died—making altogether the number of fifty-two.
